Environmental Studies (ES) students matriculating under WIU’s fall 2009 academic catalog will choose a program of study built around one of three foundation 
areas: (1) Environmental and Earth Sciences, (2) Human Dimensions and Environmental Interactions, and (3) Environmental Management and Decision-
making. Typically, ES minors take Envr 201 (Introduction to Environmental Studies) within their first four regular semesters of enrollment. Students then focus 
on foundation area requirements and complete the ES minor by successfully completing the capstone course, Envr 401.
